Annual Budget Meeting and Special Town Meeting

First Selectman Robert P. Valentine called the meeting to order at 8:00 P.M.

Robert P. Valentine asked for nominations for moderator. Allan D. Walker Sr. nominated John M. Morris seconded by Christopher C. Sanders. Henrietta Horvay moved that nominations be closed and John M. Morris serve as Moderator. Dexter S. Kinsella seconded. One against the motion everyone else for motion. Motion passed.
Barbara L. Breor read the call to the meeting.

1. Act upon a budget for fiscal year beginning July 1, 2016 and ending June 30, 2017.

Christopher C. Sanders moved to approve the proposed budget. Diana Bernard seconded.
Allan D. Walker Sr. spoke about the budget. Since the budget hearing there have been two changes made to the budget. This is due to $130,000 being restored in the proposed budget from Hartford. Approximately $108,000 was returned for the Education Cost Sharing Grant (ECS). Therefore, the Board of Finance was able to re-instate $100,000 that they took out of Road Projects.
This budget represents all the needs and requests from the departments & commissions. The other big break coming with the lower gas and oil and the Tax Collector doing an amazing job. The budget only increased by 0.71%
John M. Morris called for a vote. Passed with Henrietta C. Horvay opposing.
2. To vote for one member of the Regional School District #6 Board of Education for a term of July 1, 2016 to June 30, 2019.
The moderator asked that nominations be opened. Steven M. Romano nominated Craig Robillard. Seconded by Chris Sanders. Henrietta C. Horvay moved that nominations be closed seconded by Robert P. Valentine. All were in favor of closing nominations. All were in favor of Craig Robillard.
3. To authorize the Board of Selectmen to apply for, State and/or Federal grants for use by the Town.
Henrietta Horvay made a motion to allow the Board of Selectmen to apply and receive grants per the call.. Seconded by William P. Lane.
No discussion. John Morris called for a voice vote. Passed unanimously.

4. Amendment of Title 59A, Fee Ordinance for Planning & Zoning, Inland Wetland & Zoning Board of Appeals.

Christopher C. Sanders moved to accept the amendment to the Fee Ordinance. Seconded by Allan D. Walker Sr.

Robert Valentine stated that there is one change to the ordinance and that is to add a Permit Processing Fee. The reasoning behind this is that the Land Use office would like to use a cloud based permitting system. This system will allow tie-in amongst the departments and it also allows a permit to be pulled from someone’s home or office.
Those voting were in favor. Passed unanimously.

Henrietta C. Horvay made a motion to adjourn at 8:15 P.M. seconded by Dexter S. Kinsella.
