ITEM #1 Acceptance of the Annual Report for Fiscal Year Ending June 30, 2016.

Thomas Stansfield moved to accept the Annual Town Report, seconded by Russell Hurley. Passed Unanimously.

ITEM #2 Acceptance of the Town Auditor’s Report for Fiscal Year Ending June 30, 2016.
Allan Walker moved to accept the Town Auditor’s Report, seconded by Nanci Howard.

Allan Walker stated that the good news is that it is a clean report and the auditor was complimentary on the courtesy of the Town Hall staff.

Steven Romano made a motion that nominations be closed. Russel Hurley seconded. Passed unanimously.

ITEM #5 Elect Two Members of the Recreation Commission for a term ending 2019.

Erin Hurlburt nominated Donald Patterson & Nanci Howard seconded by Al Torizzo.

Dexter Kinsella made a motion that nominations be closed and the secretary cast one ballot. Russell Hurley seconded. Passed unanimously.

ITEM #6 Enactment of an ordinance “Concerning Highway Boundary Stone Walls”

Dexter Kinsella moved to adopt the proposed Ordinance. Allan Walker seconded. 

Robert Valentine stated that the Board of Selectmen has been working on this ordinance for a while. This is for boundary line stonewalls along Town roads. The ordinance would require landowners removing a boundary stonewall to mark the line with an A2 survey and monuments. There is one correction to be made in Section 4(b) it should read “twenty (20) linear feet”.

Passed unanimously.
