ASSESSORS REPORT:

New England Geosystems is currently updating parcels on the Assessors Maps. When a survey map is filed with the Town Clerk, the Assessor receives a copy to update parcel details as needed and those changes are sent to the mapping company. We get many comments on the usefulness of our online mapping program and parcel details that are available through the Town of Goshen website.
The Board of Assessment Appeals will meet for the 2014 Grand List Motor Vehicle Hearings on September 19, 2015 at 9am.
Personal Property Declarations are being prepared for mailing. They will be mailed before October 1, 2015 and are due back in the Assessor’s Office by November 2, 2015 (November 1, 2015 is a Sunday). 
Inspections of all properties with an open building permit will begin around October 1st.

Applications for PA490 – Farmland, Forestland and Open Space are being accepted at this time.
Applications for Veterans Exemptions including the local option are being accepted before the October 1 deadline. A new local option to increase the exemption for 100% Disabled Veterans was approved in September 2014.
It is time to start preparing the RFP for the 2017 Revaluation which will be a full measure and list.

BUDGET UPDATE:

The budget report dated 9/15/2015 was reviewed. Vision Governmental Solutions has changed their billing cycle to the fiscal year so we now have currently paid 95% of our software support for the year but are only 19% into the fiscal year. All expenditures are as expected.
NEW BUSINESS:
The Town of Goshen has an updated website and each department is now responsible to post all necessary announcements, documents, forms etc. Assessor Assistant, Lisa Barber has been doing the website updates for the Assessors Office.
The Town hired Rebecca Juchert Derungs as the new Tax Collector and her assistant is Sarah Bruso. 
Connecticut Department of Motor Vehicles has implemented a new software program for vehicle registrations. Some DMV services can now be done online including registration renewals and registration cancellations.
