Barry Hall (Fire Chief) is currently in discussion with vendors for a security system for the Firehouse.   Request for Proposal (RFP) is being drafted.  As more information becomes available, Barry will update the Commissioners.    

Barry Hall (Fire Chief) indicated all the necessary paperwork to purchase the compressor has been completed with the help of Bob Valentine (First Selectman).  Barry noted Bob Valentine worked with Bob Duncan, Municipal Energy Services (MES) representative, to facilitate the necessary paperwork to generate a purchase order number.  The purchase order number has been created and forwarded to MES for their records. 

Barry noted a RFP is being drafted for a new ambulance. This is an ongoing process and he hopes to have a draft print for review within the next few months.  
Engine one will be out of service on Friday, August, 28, 2015 for the day.  It will be brought to a repair station to get a quote on work that is needed.  Barry will keep the commissioners abreast of the situation as more information becomes available. 

IN A MOTION made by H. John Krukar, seconded by William P. Lane, it was VOTED to accept the Fire Chief’s report. Vote unanimous. 
Fire Marshal Report- The "August 2015" Fire Marshal’s Report was read by acting Clerk Rhonda Gelormino.   
IN A MOTION made by William P. Lane, seconded by H. John Krukar, it was VOTED to accept the Fire Marshal’s report. Vote unanimous. 
Correspondents- None
Bills:  Due to the absence of Chris Mitchell, the majority of the bills were not presented at this meeting and will be submitted at the next BOFC meeting. The bills that were presented were reviewed and vouchers were signed by the BOFC members. 
IN A MOTION made by Martin J. Connor, seconded by H. John Krukar, it was VOTED to approve all available bills. Vote unanimous. 
Rhonda Gelormino, Acting Clerk, will deliver the signed vouchers to the Fiscal Office at Town Hall. 

Security System Marty Connor suggested moving this item to the next BOFC meeting.  As previously mentioned, under the Fire Chief’s report, discussion is still on going. 
Insurance for volunteer’s personal property-   Marty Connor turned the floor over to Rhonda Gelormino to elaborate on her findings.  Rhonda Gelormino noted she was in contact with the Insurance representative to discuss the personal property damage coverage. The representative said he strongly believes that any claim submitted for damage that occurred on the scene would be covered, but because each incident is handled differently, an “incident form” would need to be completed and submitted for review.  

The BOFC would like Rhonda Gelormino to inquire on coverage (if any) when a member is on his/her way to the scene and if this is not covered, what it would take to add this coverage.  Rhonda Gelormino will report back to the BOFC. 

Painting Contract: Marty Connor explained that Rhonda Gelormino attended the August 11, 2015 Board of Selectmen’s (BOS)  meeting to obtain approval from the BOS to bypass another bid process and offer the next highest bidder the project.  A full explanation of the process and steps taken to arrive at this request including the economic savings for this project was demonstrated to the BOS.

The BOS approved the request and awarded the painting bid for the Goshen Fire House to Chaz Yanavich Painting.   Since that meeting, the contractor has been notified, a contract has been signed and the proper insurance certificate has been received in the Fiscal Office. The contractor is scheduled to start on or before October 1, 2015. 
Replacement of Clerk:  The Board acknowledged the letter of resignation from Laurie Mosley and would like to extend their appreciation for her work and dedication to the BOFC over the years.  They wish her well in her new endeavors.   
Discussion ensued on the process by which is necessary to fill the position.  Marty Connor will have further conversation with Bob Valentine (First Selectman) with respect to minimally modifying language on the Boards and Commission Clerk job description. 
IN A MOTION made by H. John Krukar, seconded by William P. Lane, it was VOTED to adjourn the meeting at 7:42 p.m.  Vote unanimous.
