OLD BUSINESS: 
      a:  Budget Discussion-The budgets presented to the Commission by the Officers were reviewed and adjustments made.  The Clerk will make changes and turn into the Selectman’s office for review by Monday, March, 7 as discussed with First Selectman Bob Valentine at the January 19 Special Meeting.  
Discussion about the parking lot project funding was reviewed and it was noted that First Selectman Valentine mentioned the Public Works budget be utilized for the project.  Barry Hall talked about fire ponds around town and the need for more.  It was mentioned that the next capital budget may need to be looked at to include monies for fire ponds.
Final budget amounts are as follows:
Rescue Service-$27,209.00 which is a zero increase from the 2015/16 budget.
Fire Protection-$114,402.00 which is an increase of $3,600.00 from the 2015/16 budget.
Fire Commissioners-$1,116.75 which is an increase of $501.75 from the 2015/16 budget.
Capital Budget-Beginning Balance $502,758.48, Appropriations of $105,000.00 and a final Balance of $601,136.36

IN A MOTION made by Donald Sage and seconded by Tony Damiani, it was VOTED to present the budget as discussed to the Board of Finance for the 2016/17 fiscal year with copies to the Board of Selectmen, as requested.  Motion carries.


NEW BUSINESS:  The Clerk presented information on two all-in-one copiers. The Commission agreed with the choice of the Clerk.  The Clerk will ask the Fiscal Office to help with the ordering of the all-in-one copier.


IN A MOTION made Tony Damiani, seconded by Donald M. Sage, it was VOTED to adjourn the meeting at 8:16p.m.  Vote unanimous.
