Call Meeting to Order:  William Lane called the meeting to order at 7:06 PM.
IN A MOTION MADE by Bill Lane and seconded by Don Sage it was VOTED to seat alternate Tony Damiani. Motion carries.

Reading of the Minutes:  The Commissioners read the minutes from the Meeting from the September 7, 2016 meeting. 
IN A MOTION made by Don Sage, seconded by Bill Lane, it was VOTED to approve the September 7, 2016 Meeting Minutes as submitted. Tony Damiani abstained. Motion carries.

Barry reported that the contract for the Ambulance build has been received and reviewed by the Company Officers and Selectmen.  Bob Valentine had a few concerns about language in the document which was discussed and addressed by the Officers and Commissioners. There was an item in the bid document concerning a credit if payment was received by a specific date which was not included in the contract.  There was discussion about the ‘substantial compliance’ paragraph.  Bill Lane suggested that the document include language that states the buyer has an opportunity to approve comparable material changes, to address this concern.  There was also a statement in the bid documents that allowed representatives of the Company to inspect the vehicle, at the manufacturer prior to taking delivery, as to ensure the specifications were met and no changes need to be made. This is not clearly stated in the contract. Barry and Bill Gelormino will discuss these issues with the representative from Life Line.
Barry presented a plan to the Commissioners to make improvements to a shed at the firehouse to allow for more storage space. The Commissioners reviewed the plans. 
IN A MOTION made by Tony Damiani and seconded by Don Sage, it was VOTED to authorize the approval of shed improvements in the amount of $790.00.  Motion carries.
Barry also notified the Commissioners of the results of the elections held within the Company in September. b) LEMSP update:  Bill Lane presented sample reports filed by Litchfield and Bantam for comparison and discussion with the Officers. NEW BUSINESS:  Captain Pete Bernard presented the Commissioners with 3 quotes for the yearly hose and ladder inspection.  
IN A MOTION made by Don Sage and seconded by Tony Damiani it was VOTED to approve the Waterway Company quote to test approximately 12,500 feet of hose at $0.21/foot and ladders at $2.65/foot.  Motion carries
