Call Meeting to Order:  Marty Connor called the meeting to order at 7:07 PM.

IN A MOTION MADE by Don Sage and seconded by Marty Connor,  it was VOTED to seat alternate Tony Damiani. Motion carries.

Reading of the Minutes:  The Commissioners read the minutes of the regular meeting  on October 6, 2016. 

IN A MOTION made by Don Sage, seconded by Tony Damiani, it was VOTED to approve the October 6, 2016 meeting minutes as submitted. Marty Connor abstained.  Motion carries.

Fire Chief’s Report:

Barry talked about the brush fire in Cornwall that has been burning since the end of September. The fire has now consumed 168 acres of State Forest. It continues to burn 2 feet below ground which is affecting the tree roots. 
Barry reported on a major MVA that the Company assisted with in Litchfield.  Barry was impressed with the interaction between the State Police, EMS and Fire Companies at the scene. The scene was very organized considering the size of the scene and the amount of victims involved. There will be a meeting for the members involved in Litchfield next week. 
Peter informed the Commissioners that hose testing will take place on November 14.
Barry is brainstorming with the Officers to encourage members to be more actively involved in responding to calls of all varieties.  He is grateful for the active members of the Company but would like to see a better turn out at calls big and small.
All equipment is up, running and in house, after Cornwall returned Ambulance 8.  They had an ambulance out of service and borrowed 8.
Barry and Peter talked about the need to replace airpacs.  MSA did a demonstration at the Firehouse last week. Approximately 20 tanks were purchased with a grant in 2001.  These were 15 year tanks and will be expiring in December.  Peter has been looking into pricing out new tanks to replace the old ones.  

IN A MOTION  made by Tony Damiani and seconded by Don Sage it was VOTED to accept the Fire Chief’s report as given.  Motion carries.
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Correspondence:  The Clerk read an email from Bill Lane containing information pertinent to the LESMP.  Discussion followed.
 
Fire Marshal Report:  The report for October 2016 was read by the clerk. 

IN A MOTION made by Don Sage and seconded by Tony Damiani it was VOTED to accept the Fire Marshal’s report as presented. Motion carries.

Bills/Vouchers:

Ambulance-Barry updated the Commissioners about the order of the ambulance. The order has been placed. There is an authorization for an Oxygen tank holding unit that needs to be signed off on by Bob Valentine after the measurements are sent to LifeLine.
