Barry Hall stated that Ambulance 9 was serviced recently as a result of the issues stated at last month’s meeting.  The issue was resolved by replacing the fuel injectors.  The Selectman is aware of the repairs.
All other equipment is in service at this time.
The Company will be holding an open house and car seat safety check on Sunday, September 18th.  Members of the community are invited to see the equipment, fire house and sign up to become a member.  Toni Korner, who is certified in car seat safety, will be running the car seat inspection aspect of the day. 
The Goshen Fair weekend went well.  Captain Pete Bernard was the incident commander and did a great job.  The State had their Emergency Operations Vehicle on site in case of a mass casualty situation.  They had radio and video control of the fair grounds.  The vehicle will be in town again for the Boy Scout’s Hero Day in October at the Fair Grounds. The Scouts asked the Fire Company to participate as well.  
Barry stated that Jim O’Leary has been an integral part of the success and effort of the EOC. He had dedicated many hours and effort into the coordination of this project.  Many thanks to him for his dedication.
IN A MOTION made by Donald Sage and seconded by Bill Lane. it was VOTED to accept the Fire Chief's report as presented.  Motion carries.

Correspondence:  The clerk read an email passed on by Town Clerk Barbara Breor in regards to appointment of a Fire Marshals by state statute.

OLD BUSINESS: 
     A:  Bill Lane is still working on the State report and is working on collecting more information and gathering items to include as goals for the Town and Company.

IN A MOTION made by Bill Lane and seconded by Don Sage, it was VOTED to add to the agenda item 7B Ambulance bid. Motion carries.
	B:  Chad Hall and Stan Ditwiler presented the bids for the new ambulance including the specs asked for by the Company and sent to the firms for pricing.  PL Customs came in just over $171,000.00 and Life Line came in just over $169,000.00  Both companies offered competitive base prices.  After review and careful consideration, the Ambulance Committee recommends the purchase of the ambulance from Life Line. It was also noted that paperwork for Fleet pricing needs to be resubmitted by the Selectman before September 30, 2016 to avoid an increase of $7,400 in price. Chairman Marty and Chief Barry will discuss this with Mr. Valentine.  Because the budget for the ambulance set aside in Capital is $165,000, the Commissioners and Company will need to go to the Board of Finance to ask for an increase to purchase the ambulance.
IN A MOTION made by Don Sage and seconded by Bill Lane, it was VOTED to accept the recommendation of the Ambulance Committee to purchase the ambulance from Eastford Fire and Rescue Sales, Life Line, for $169,624.00.  Motion carries
The Commissioners and Members in attendance would like to extend a well deserved “Thank you” to the Ambulance Committee.  Especially recognizing Chad Hall for all the time and effort put into research and communication with the bidding companies to get the ambulance to specifications for the Company.  He did an outstanding job.

NEW BUSINESS:  The clerk asked if the Dive team would be willing to help with a Recreation project.  It was decided that it was business for the Company to make a decision on not the Commissioners. 

IN A MOTION made by Bill Lane, seconded by Don Sage, it was VOTED to adjourn the meeting at 7:43p.m.  Vote unanimous.
