Call Meeting to Order:  Martin Connor called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM.

Chief Barry Hall reported:

· Two bids came in (out of 3) for the new medical radios. The radios must be in use by inspection time in October. The commission recommended writing a letter to the Board of Selectman stating three bids were recruited, but only two came in.  The lowest bid was from Pittsfield at $2235, next was $3784 from Northeastern. The commission agreed to go with the bid from Pittsfield.

· Chief Barry Hall discussed the need to maintain dry hydrants around the Town of Goshen.  Many are clogged or in need of dredging or replacement.  The board asked that they look into costs for such a project.  This will be discussed at the next meeting.
John Krukar made a MOTION to accept the Fire Chief’s report.  The MOTION was SECONDED by Bruce Larson.  The Motion Carries.

Fire Marshal Report- The "May 2015" Fire Marshal’s Report was read by Clerk Laurie Mosley.  William Lane corrected the name of the COG inspection.  The report states it was the Cob, should be COG. A MOTION was made to accept the Fire Marshal’s report, with the amended change, by Bruce Larson, John Krukar SECONDED the MOTION.  The MOTION Carries.

Opening of Bids- Bids for the Interior Maintenance – Paint Apparatus Bays & Stairwells Project were officially open. Three bids were entered, first from William Pietrefase at $13550, second from Chaz Yanavich Painter’s at $10,535 and third Scholar Painting & Restoration at $9320. All bids had the same specs; it was decided to recommend the lowest bidder, Scholar, as long as the references check out.  Chris Mitchel will call all the references, then fill out the purchase order and give it to the Selectman’s Office.
John Krukar made a MOTION to accept the bid.  The MOTION was SECONDED by Bruce Larson.  The Motion Carries.

Bills: BOFC Members Reviewed and signed all vouchers.  Marty Connor had a question on the balance sheet from the fiscal office (First Selectman Robert Valentine had an inquiry to the line item 5437-28). Under Rescue Service, Hazardous Materials, do all entries have to do with hazardous materials?  Answer was yes; all items were related to hazardous materials.

Old Business- None.
New Business- Rhonda Gelormino went over the purchase policy for the Town of Goshen. The fire commission needs to be more diligent in filling out purchase orders and maintaining the PO numbers on all invoices submitted for payment. It was suggested to look at the budget for 2015-2016 and the purchasing vendors that would be used often.  The commission should open a purchase order at the start of the fiscal year for recurring vendors.
Clerk Laurie Mosley asked if Clerk Debbie Dipietro could fill in for her if she could not be at a meeting. Debbie is the clerk for the Volunteer Fire Department.  Approved.
