3. Financial Updates:  Bob Valentine spoke to the group about making sure that any outstanding invoices for any work, equipment, etc. were put in for payment no later than July 31, 2016 for the previous fiscal year.  Also, as of July 7, 2016, the funds that were approved at the Town Meeting on July 6, 2016 are available for use.  An updated financial report will be emailed to the committee by the end of the month from the fiscal office.

4. Individual Lake Updates/Information: 

A. Tyler Lake:  Jerry Kaizer has indicated that there is still no “formalized” plan implemented but an application has been put in with the DEEP for the use of an herbicide (Renovate) and is under review.  The group is still working on the 501C3 and has been filed with the IRS.  They have planned a “Square Dance” for a fundraising event on August 13, 2016 to be held at the Mary Stuart House here in Goshen.
B.  Dog Pond:  Bob Valentine said that bids for the RFP have been received by two vendors (Solitude and Aquatic Analysts, Inc).  They will be reviewed by Garret Harlow, Bob Valentine and Lida Exstein.
C. West Side Pond:  Simon Ellis said that NEAR has visited to do a plant survey by the outlet the week of July 18, 2016 but has not sent the completed survey back as of this date.  They are also working on fundraising by having a run (Fall Fest Lake 5K) on October 9, 2016 at 11:00 a.m.  More information to come on that.
D. Steve Romano spoke to the members of the committee with regards to some information that was passed on to him by Henrietta Horvay from the early 1990’s.  There were surveys done back then and could be helpful in reviewing how time has take a toll on the lakes and pond.
