4. Individual Lake Updates/Information: 

A. Tyler Lake:  Drawdown began on September 19, 2016.  The dam is expected to be open until February.  Tyler Lake is currently looking at suction harvesting and is preparing an RFP due out sometime by the end of the year.  “Rake the Lake” day is scheduled for Saturday & Sunday October 8-9, 2016.  Information is circulating around town for this endeavor.  It is understood that Goshen Boy Scout Troop 35 is expecting to help that day as a service project for the Troop.  Thank you to Mandy Wright for getting this project going.
B.  Dog Pond:  Once the financial status of remaining funds for Dog Pond is calculated, Dr. Knoecklein will be contacted and asked some questions as to update the direction they should go in.  Residents of the pond were very happy with the outcome of work done so far.  
C. West Side Pond:  At the Selectman’s meeting this evening, two proposals were received from the RFP that was put out.  All Habitat and Solitude supplied these proposals.  They will be dissected and reviewed so a decision can be made as to the direction the residents would like to take.  West Side has received their incorporation status now and the organization is called “Friends of West Side Pond, Inc.”.  The agricultural station did a survey of the pond on Saturday September 24, 2016.  
5.  It was decided that the October 25, 2016 meeting will be cancelled and a special meeting scheduled for November 1, 2016 due to conflicts with many members not being able to attend in October.
