1. CALL TO ORDER AND DESIGNATION OF ALTERNATES.

Chairman Don Wilkes called the meeting to order at 7:30PM. All regular members present were seated
for the evening. Alternate Thomas Carey was seated for Russ Hurley.

2. READING OF THE MINUTES:

MOTION Mr. Harris, second Ms. Barrett, to approve the minutes of the May 24, 2016 regular
meeting as written; unanimously approved.

3. PUBLIC HEARINGS:

C. William Gregware, 416 Old Middle Street — Special Permit per Sections 3.4.2, 3.3.2, and
5.6.2 to Operate a 5-Room Bed and Breakfast Establishment in the RA-5 Zone.

The Recording Secretary read into the record the legal notice for this matter and acknowledged
proof of notice to abutting property owners. Mr. Connor read into the record his report regarding
this matter. He noted that the proposal received approval from both the Torrington Area Health
District and the Fire Marshal.

Mr. Gregware addressed the Commission and explained that he believed the proposal would
improve the value of his property as well as ensuring a historic Goshen home would remain
preserved. He explained he planned to work on having the property, built in the 1700s, placed
on the Historic Register. Ms. Zbinden noted that this was the very property she had urged the
Open Space Commission to add to their list of historic places in the town.

Mr. Gregware stated that the B&B would likely be named the “Diamond Creek B&B”.

Mr. Wilkes opened the floor to public comment; however, no one was present in the audience
to speak for or against the application. Mr. Connor stated that, in his opinion, the application
was complete.

Discussion and Possible Action to Schedule Public Hearing regarding 2016 Draft Plan of
Conservation and Development.

The Commission, having received a copy by email the week prior, briefly reviewed and
discussed the draft Plan of Conservation and Development. Mr. Connor explained that he had
added two new sections pertaining to Hazard Mitigation & Emergency Management as well as
Sustainability. He explained that the draft included input from the First Selectman, town
businessmen, the Lake Weed Committee, the Woodridge Lake Sewer District, and the Water
Pollution Control Authority.

The draft document had been given to the Northwest Hills Council of Governments for their
review, as required by State Statute.

MOTION Ms. Zbinden, second Mr. Harris, to schedule a public hearing for the possible adoption
of the Draft 2016 Plan of Conservation and Development for Tuesday, July 26, 2016 at 7:30PM;
unanimously approved.
