Dexter Kinsella called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

New Business:
A discussion was held to determine the timelines for hiring a new Recreation Director for the town of Goshen.  It was decided to post the ad for this position in the Hartford Courant, Republican American, Register Citizen, Lakeville Journal, and online with the CPRA (Connecticut Parks and Recreation Association).  The online “INDEED” will not be used at this time.  The ad will also be placed on the Town of Goshen website.  The emphasis is to find someone who has a vested interest in Connecticut and especially in the northwest corner towns.  Friday, November 4, 2016 will be the deadline for receipt of applications.

The Search Committee discussed the qualifications for this position.  Applications will display qualifications that parallel those of a supervisor/executive level.  Letters of reference will be required.  The job description used in previous searches will be used again with no changes.  

The interview questions were reviewed and some flexibility will be allowed in those listed.  The applicants asked to be interviewed will be given an idea of the questions that will be asked and come to the interview prepared accordingly.  The answers can be judged as “good answer, average answer, or  poor answer”.

The first in a series of meetings will be to begin a review of the applications,  a “first cut” of those who qualify and those who do not, i.e. called to come in for an interview.  A brief discussion of proposed salary and benefits was by consensus found to be adequate.
