1. Call to Order – The meeting was called to order by Steve Romano at 7:00pm
2. Approval of Minutes for March 31, 2015 Meeting and April 28, 2015 Meeting – Nell Glass moved that the minutes be approved as written, seconded by Michelle Fitzpatrick.  No discussion followed.  The motion passed unanimously.
3. Time Sheets were discussed.
4. Funding Update:  Robert Valentine discussed the balance of the fund, but did not have exact figures as we do not have an accurate invoice amount for the purchase of the testing equipment – shipping was omitted on the paperwork.  An approximate balance was give as +/- $14,300 which includes donations, grant money and $5,000 from the Board of Finance.  Exact figure to be given at the next meeting.
5. Testing Equipment:  Michele Fitzpatrick updated the group on the testing equipment.  It has been calibrated by Dr. Knoecklein and Michele was instructed as to the use of the equipment and will be the primary person doing the samples.  Sample bottles will be delivered to us by the end of the week by Dr. Knoecklein.  Water Quality and Visibility Testing will begin on Saturday May 30, 2015 with Michele facilitating.  Water Quality and Oxygen testing will need to be done one time per month and will need to be done at the same place on each lake each time.  Weed surveys are to be done in August by Northeast Aquatic Research, LLC (NEAR).  
6. Planning for the upcoming Public Weed Meeting:  The Public Weed Meeting will be held on June 27, 2015 at 10:00a.m.  We are currently looking at having it at the Goshen Center School cafeteria.  Steve will secure the location with the proper authorities at the school.  Steve will also look into having the meeting announced in the Register Citizen and Waterbury Republican-American newspapers.  Steve will ask Colleen Finn to send E-Blast to her contact list as well.  The committee will see if we can have the information that was submitted in the last Town Topics updated with the current information for the meeting as well.
7. Formation of proposed “Goshen Lakes Protective Association”:  This discussion has been tabled for a later date.
