Mr. Valentine called for nominations for Chairman and Vice Chairman.

IN A MOTION made by Russ Hurley, seconded by Ted Panasci, nominations were put forth to elect Christopher Zavagnin as Chairman and Henrietta Horvay as Vice-Chairman.  There were no other nominations put forth. 

IN A MOTION made by Henrietta Horvay, seconded by Russ Hurley, it was VOTED to close nominations. Voted unanimous.

MOTION to elect Christopher Zavagnin as Chairman and Henrietta Horvay as Vice-Chairman was VOTED unanimously.

Christopher Zavagnin began addressing item c. on the agenda, “Discussion on current status of the Woodridge Lake Sewer District”.  Discussion was held on Sewer District’s future  plans.  
Richard Reis, representing the Woodridge Lake Sewer District, explained the current systems, the options and costs for the Woodridge Lake Sewer District to upgrade or pipe the sewer to Torrington, including the process the District has already done. Discussion continued on the potential of placing of pipe on Goshen/Torrington line with borings down to Lovers Lane in Torrington.  Members thanked Richard Reis for updating them on the Woodridge Lake Sewer District ongoing work concerning the district.
IN A MOTION made by Henrietta Horvay, seconded by Russ Hurley, it was VOTED to re-state/reconfirm the vote/action taken on July 9, 2001 by the Water Pollution Control Authority, Town of Goshen:  “Wayne Robinson made a motion to remove all areas within our contract with the Woodridge Lake Sewer District and the Town of Goshen for reserving capacity in the Woodridge plant and septic beds.  The areas were Dog Pond, Goshen Center and Tyler Lake” Voted unanimously.
The members agreed to review the Water Pollution Control Plan, Town of Goshen, Connecticut, February, 1988.  The State Plan of Conservation and Development is available online. Goshen’s Plan of Conservation and Development is scheduled to be updated next year, 2016. A review of the town’s Plan of Conservation and Development, the State’s Plan of Conservation and Development and the Town of Goshen’s Open Space Plan will be undertaken by this Committee.  A copy of the 1988 Plan will be distributed to the current WPCA Committee members.
The next meeting of the WPCA, Town of Goshen will be held Monday, October 26th at 7:30 p.m.

IN A MOTION made by Henrietta Horvay, seconded by Ted Panasci, it was VOTED to adjourn the meeting at 7:10 p.m.  Voted unanimously.
