SPECIFICATION FOR TOWN-WIDE RECYCLABLE COLLECTION

1.0  INTENT AND PURPOSE:  This specification, which is to be used for proposals submitted in response to this Request for Proposal (RFP), describes the requirements for services required to obtain a clean, courteous and well-scheduled collection of recyclables from the Town of Goshen, CT.  The intention of this Specification is to ensure that any operational problems are kept to a minimum and are immediately corrected.  The collection services will begin on August 1, 2016.
2.0  DEADLINE FOR PROPOSALS:  5:00 P.M on March 15, 2016
3.0  DEFINITION OF TERMS:

Town:  the Town of Goshen, CT
Board of Selectmen or Selectmen:  the duly elected Selectmen of the Town of Goshen

Contractor or Bidder:  the entity submitting a proposal under the terms of this RFP

Dwelling Unit or Unit:  a group of rooms located within a structure and forming a single habitable unit with facilities, which are used or intend to be used for living, sleeping, cooking and eating for the exclusive use of the occupants.

MIRA:  Materials Innovation and Recycling Authority established by Connecticut General Statutes 

Acceptable Items:
Recyclables as defined by MIRA (MIRA may add items): glass bottles and jars (any color), plastic bottles (only those with a neck or pouring spout and a #1 or #2 on the bottom), magazines, aluminum/steel/tin cans, foil, juice cartons, junk mail and boxboard, paper egg cartons, newspaper, corrugated cardboard, office (white) paper, and shredded paper.  The recyclables are to be picked up at residential Dwelling Units on a bi-weekly basis.  The recyclables collected must meet facility delivery standards as specified by MIRA for the Torrington Recycling Transfer Station or other station as designated by MIRA.  The Contactor shall comply with all other rules and regulations of MIRA as currently stated or as may be amended periodically.

Motor Oil & Antifreeze (to be separate, labeled screw top 1 gallon containers only by residents).

Scrap Metal & Tire Pick-Up:  The following items to be included in this collection:  washers, dryers, air conditioners, stoves, hot water tanks, dishwashers, tire rims, swing sets, lawn mowers, refrigerators and freezers (must have doors removed by residents).  Tires (automotive tires & tubes only-no tractor).  To be picked up from residents on the first Friday of each month.  Residents shall be able to call for pick up of these items.
Items Unacceptable for Collection: any items identified as unacceptable by MIRA.  These include, but are not limited to, plant/nursery containers, #3-#7 plastics, oversized containers, hazardous chemical containers and plastic bags.
Curbside Collection:  the emptying of all acceptable containers and the collection of their contents when placed by the owner or occupant of a Dwelling Unit between the pavement edge and the property line.  After containers are emptied, they shall be replaced to their original location (off pavement) in an upright position.

Recycling Bins:  64 or 96 gallon toters (barrels) as requested by service recipients
4.0
UNITS TO BE COLLECTED:  It is estimated that there are 1637 household Units within the Town of Goshen The Contractor shall collect all Acceptable Items from all existing Units and any Units constructed during the term of the contract. Contractor shall also collect all Acceptable Items from Goshen Town Hall, Goshen Fire Co., Camp Cochipiannee and Goshen Public Works
5.0 
ESTABLISHMENTS EXCLUDED:  Retail, commercial and industrial establishments including events at the Goshen Fair grounds are excluded from collection service.  The Town shall not be billed for any such services.

6.0 
COLLECTION SCHEDULE:  The established Collection Schedule is on Monday and Tuesday, however, the Town will consider other days based on the Contractor’s proposed schedule.   There is no collection on the following holidays: New Years, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving, Christmas and any other holiday as defined by the Contractor in the bidding process.  Pick-up will be on the next day if pick-up is scheduled on a holiday.  No collection shall take place on Sunday, except in the case of an emergency and only if authorized by the Board of Selectmen.  The collection day for any given route shall always be scheduled on the same day of the week.  
7.0 
COLLECTION HOURS:  Acceptable Items shall be collected between 6:00 AM and 4:30 PM.  This time limit may be waived only in emergencies or on collection days following a holiday.  

8.0
COLLECTION  ROUTES:  Goshen’s current  recycling routes must be maintained by the Contractor.  See Attachment A that defines roads for each collection day.  Newly approved Town roads will be added by the Board of Selectmen and provided to the Contractor in writing.  The Contractor must service the new road within two weeks of notification.  
9.0
SCHEDULE OR ROUTE CHANGES:  Changes to the collection schedule or routes shall only be made after a written request and explanation is made to the Board of Selectmen and approved by the Board.  If changes are approved, the Board shall notify the Contractor when the changes may become effective. 

10.0
RECYCLING CONTAINERS:  The Contractor shall provide appropriate containers to each Unit.  The Contractor shall own and maintain the containers.  When a Unit has a defective or damaged container and such defect or damage is not the Unit’s fault, neither by action or neglect, or where unique conditions exist, the Town will require the Contractor to provide the residence with a replacement container.

INSURANCE, INDEMNIFICATION & PERFORMANCE BONDING:  The Contractor must provide appropriate certificate of liability insurance and vehicle liability and collision insurance.  The General Liability and Automobile Liability policies shall each be in the minimum amount of one million dollars per occurrence and three million dollars in the aggregate.  The General Liability Policy shall list the town as an additional insured and rights of subrogation shall be waived under such policy.  The Contractor and its insurance company will inform the Town of any material changes to the policies, including carrier or limit changes.  The Contractor shall indemnify, defend and hold the Town harmless against and from any and all claims and liabilities, including environmental impairment, arising from work performed by the Contractor, its agents, assigns, employees or subcontractors for the Town.  A Payments and Performance Bond equivalent to the Contractors charges for twelve months under the proposal shall be required and the bidder shall factor such cost into its proposal.  The Contractor shall provide a certificate of compliance or other proof of Workers Compensation coverage in compliance with Connecticut law.  
12.0
QUALIFICATIONS OF BIDDER:  The Board of Selectmen reserve the right to disqualify bidders who either through the corporate entity or through a principal, have judgments outstanding or other serious action pending against them in the courts.

13.0
SAFETY:  The Contractor shall comply with Federal Occupational Safety and Health Act standards and with all State, Federal, and local laws, ordinances and codes.

14.0
EXAMINATION OF THE TOWN AND RISK OF BID:  Bidders shall inspect the entire town and make their own decisions as to the scope of services required by the RFP.  For purposes of convenience only, and subject to the bidder’s own inspection, an estimate of the Town’s demographics is set forth as Attachment B.  The Town’s estimates are not to be considered binding and bidders shall assume all risk in connection with their pricing and the actual scope of services required under the RFP.

SUCCESSORS & ASSIGNMENTS RIGHTS:  The Contractor shall not assign this Contract without Town approval.

16.0
PROPOSALS:  The Contractor shall develop a written proposal providing for Curbside Collection & proper disposal of designated Recyclables, Scrap Metal and Tire Pick-Up.
Use Schedule B for the following:

A.
Number of Days per Week:  Specify the number of days and which specific days per week are proposed for collection of recyclables.

B.
Number of employees assigned to each Collection Route.  Include all persons necessary to service one route including the collection truck driver.

C. 
Type of Collection Vehicles to be used:  Indicate make, year, capacity and present location of vehicles to be used on regularly scheduled routes.  Vehicle must meet all state and/or federal regulations for recyclables hauling.

D.
Number of Spare Contractor Owned Collection Vehicles: Indicate number, make, and year, capacity of spare units not regularly scheduled for a particular route that will be used in the event of collection unit breakdown.  One spare Contractor Owner Vehicle is the minimum required.  Contractor shall be required to maintain the collection schedule regardless of equipment malfunction.

Proposals for tagging improperly prepared recyclables at curbside and procedures for notifying the town of complaints, violations or noncompliance.
F.  
Promotion:  Please provide brief description of promotion of recycling program to be provided to residents-including brochures, customer service etc.
G.  
Proposals for calendar quarterly reporting of the number of dwelling units recycling.

H.
Proposals for reporting customer complaints and their resolution within two business days to the First Selectman’s office.

FORM AND DELIVERY OF PROPOSALS:  Please return all completed schedules in a sealed envelope.  Proposal may be typed or printed and must be signed by an authorized representative of the Contractor.  Failure to submit a complete proposal, meeting all the requirements of this RFP, by the date specified in Paragraph 2 above shall subject their proposal to disqualification.  The Board of Selectmen shall have the sole and exclusive authority to disqualify or accept incomplete or irregular Proposals or Proposals submitted after the deadline.  Proposals should be delivered to the Office of the First Selectmen, Goshen Town Hall, 42A North Street, Goshen, CT.  An original, hardcopy, must be received by the Town no later than the date and time specified.  No faxed or e-mailed proposals will be accepted. 
18.0
CONTRACT:  This Specification shall be incorporated in a written contact between the Town and the successful Contractor.  All work performed under this Contract shall comply in every respect with all applicable laws, regulations, and safety standards of the Federal and Connecticut Government and ordinances of the Town of Goshen, CT.

19.0
TERM OF CONTRACT:  Proposals should be based on a three (3) year contract.  If the Contractor believes a contract term in excess of three years can be priced advantageously to the Town, a separate addendum with such long term pricing should be appended to the proposal as an attachment.  The Board of Selectmen reserves the right to consider such longer term contracts, but also reserve the right to solicit comments from other bidders. 

20.0
AWARD OF THE CONTRACT:  The Contract will be awarded to the Qualified Bidder whose proposal is most advantageous to the Town.  The Town will notify all bidders of the award.
