CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Daniel Kobylenski called the meeting to order at 7:43PM. The proceedings were recorded on Zoom and posted on the Town of Goshen website.  Mr. Beeman and Mr. Breakell acting as regular members for the purpose of this meeting, in the absence of Ms. Cannon and Mr. Moore.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:

A.
Gia Urion – 15 Cottage Grove Road – Change existing 5’x8’ deck to 5’x12’ screened porch.  Mr. Urion presented the proposed project. The existing porch has metal railings and unsafe stairs. The proposal is to take the right side of the existing deck, looking from the road, bring it away from the road and out of the window. It would remain 5 feet off of the house, loosing space from the front but gaining space in the back toward the neighbor.  Mr. Connor noted the proposed addition would be no closer to the pre-existing non-conforming front yard setback than the existing porch is. TAHD signed off with their approval. Mr. Connor’s memo of September 15, 2020 in reference to the application was reviewed and will be submitted with the minutes into record. Under the Executive Order put forth from the Governor due to the Covid-19 pandemic, the applicant does not have to send abutter notices via Certified Mail.  The applicants attested that they sent notices and spoke to the abutting neighbors in person. Mr. Kobylenski called for public comment, and if anyone was against or for the application. One comment for the application was heard.
MOTION by Mr. Johnson and seconded by Mr. Beeman it was VOTED to close the Public
Hearing at 7:49pm. Motion carries.

NEW BUSINESS:  

A.     Joseph Lanesey - 71 Bartholomew Hill Road - Construct covered porch addition.  Mr.
         Lanesey presented the project. There are precast steps on the front of the home that are 
         approximately 5’x8’ that were put on when the house was built in 1978 and are now in bad
         shape. From the house looking easterly, the applicants would like to put a covered porch on 
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         the front of the house.  The new deck would be 28.8’ from the property line but the roof 
         overhang would be 30.2’. Mr. Connor stated, as seen on the survey, it would not be any
         closer than the house, but the roof overhang would be just over the set-back. The porch in
         another area or any smaller would not be centered on the building the way the windows are 
         placed and would not be aesthetically pleasing. 
MOTION by Mr. Johnson and seconded by Mr. Beeman, it was VOTED to accept the application of .     Joseph Lanesey - 71 Bartholomew Hill Road - Construct covered porch addition and set a public hearing for the next regular meeting, October 15, 2020.  Motion carries.
