Robert P. Valentine called the meeting to order at 5:05 p.m.

IN A MOTION made by Dexter S. Kinsella, seconded by Steven M. Romano, it was VOTED to approve the agenda of January 5, 2016 as corrected.  Voted unanimous.  (Item 4 - Approval of Payroll and Warrant for December 30, 2015.)

IN A MOTION made by Dexter S. Kinsella, seconded by Steven M. Romano, it was VOTED to approve the minutes of the December 22, 2015 meeting. Voted unanimous 

MATTERS ARISING OUT OF THE MINUTES:    NONE

IN A MOTION made by Steven M. Romano, seconded by Dexter S. Kinsella, it was VOTED to approve the warrant and payroll of December 30, 2015 in the amount of $44,231.53.  Voted unanimous.

IN A MOTION made by Steven M. Romano, seconded by Dexter S. Kinsella, it was VOTED to approve the warrant and payroll of January 7, 2016 in the amount of $1,222,407.86.  It was noted included in the warrant was the payroll in the amount of 
$11,190.13 and the warrant in the amount of $1,211,217.73.  Voted unanimous.   
Items contained in this warrant showed expenses for 1/6 payment to Region 6 School District and fees for Litchfield County Dispatch.

FIRST SELECTMAN’S REPORT:     

Bob Valentine and Virginia Perry (Adm. Assistant) have begun the budget steps to initiate the process for the 2016-2017 town budget. Bob Valentine invited Selectmen Kinsella and Romano to join him in meeting with each town department for preliminary discussions on each departments’ goals and objectives pertinent to planned expenses.

Bob Valentine and Jim Mersfelder (Woodridge Lake Sewer District) are working together to submit an application for a STEAP grant from the State OPM.  The grant application will be ready for submission by January 15, 2016. Discussions have begun regarding this STEAP grant request with Representative Roberta Willis and Senator Clark Chapin. This STEAP grant request will be for Woodridge Lake Sewer District ($500,000) to help offset costs associated with their system upgrades. Priority one will be helping the sewer district; resubmission requested for grant funding for the bathrooms at Camp Cochipianee will be secondary.  
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Despite an unforeseen delay by the printer, TOWN TOPICS, was distributed to the community in December.  A fresh look at the businesses and organizations within Goshen will be done to increase circulation for the next issue planned to be out in March, 2016.  The deadline for submission of articles and ads is Friday, February 26, 2016.

Bob Valentine reported that Garret Harlow, Public Works Supervisor, in working with David Battista, Lenard Engineering, with the drainage configuration planned for Shelbourne Drive and are working to determine the easements needed for the project.  These easements, where necessary, will be requested from abutting land owners. The plan is to complete the design work by January 2016 and get request for bids out to contractors by February.

Garret Harlow has received results on boring data relative to Milton Road; project continues on schedule.

Kinsella, it was VOTED to grant Michael Fraher, Public Works Maintainer, an increase in wages of $.50/hr. retroactive from December 22, 2015, as recommended by Garret Harlow, Public Works Supervisor following a favorable six month evaluation, and per established Personnel Policy. Voted unanimous.
