APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES:
IN A MOTION made by Dexter S. Kinsella, seconded by Steven M. Romano, it was VOTED to approve the minutes of the April 26, 2016 meeting as submitted. Voted unanimous.   

MATTERS ARISING OUT OF THE MINUTES:   Dexter Kinsella questioned the status of the ECS (Education Cost Sharing Grants) as it pertains to the legislative sessions creating the state budget have been ongoing.  The Goshen budget hearing is scheduled for Wednesday, May 11, 2016 at 7:30 p.m. at Town Hall in the Conference Room. The Board of Selectmen’s call for a town meeting on said budget is Wednesday, May 25, 2016, at 8:00 p.m. at the Goshen Center School.  The budget being presented is 2.09% below the current.

APPROVAL OF PAYROLL AND WARRANT: May 5, 2016.  IN A MOTION made by Steve Romano, seconded by Dexter S. Kinsella, it was VOTED to approve the warrant and payroll of May 5, 2016 in the amount of $41,063.44.  It was noted included in the warrant was the payroll in the amount of $12,584.55, and the warrant in the amount of $28,478.89. Voted unanimous.  Items included in this warrant were payment to the Animal Control Authority and to MIRA (Materials Innovation & Recycling Authority), trash to energy program.

FIRST SELECTMAN’S REPORT:
Bob reported that the drawings and specifications for the Shelbourne Drive drainage project are complete and will now be forwarded to Inlands/Wetlands Commission for their approval.

Bob mentioned that the Zoning Board of Appeals has two appointments to be renewed, and that Zoning Board of Appeals Alternate has one appointment to be renewed.

In a discussion of the town fund balance, (rainy day fund), at the beginning of the current year showed a total of $1,980,544.  Bob Valentine and Debbie Franklin (accounting consultant) working on year end budget estimates, show the current budget is estimated to end with a total of $109,279 to the positive. Adding this amount to the current fund balance brings a total estimated year-end balance of $2,089,823.  In addition, it will not be necessary to use the estimated $179,000 from fund balance to balance the current year budget.
