APPROVAL OF PAYROLL AND WARRANT:  9/22/16
IN A MOTION made by Dexter S. Kinsella, seconded by Robert P. Valentine, it was VOTED to approve the warrant and payroll of September 22, 2016 in the amount of $53,876.56. It was noted included in the warrant was the payroll in the amount of $20,730.22, and the warrant in the amount of $33,146.34.  Voted unanimous.
Highlighted in this disbursement were Sterling Benefits insurance premium.

FIRST SELECTMAN’S REPORT:
The Goshen/Cornwall Senior Bus was on display at the Seniors Meeting held today at the Congregational Church parking lot.  Many attendees were able to view the interior and exterior of the vehicle; all were impressed and pleased with the vehicle and the convenience now available to Goshen’s seniors and handicapped residents.  The vehicle was delivered Friday, September 9, 2016. Bob Valentine reported that the invoice for Cornwall’s portion is off to them. Two drivers for the bus are in place. 

The work on Cottage Grove Road is going as scheduled – the new drainage is in place, reclaiming has been done and grading is about to begin.

The meeting of the Goshen Business Circle was held on Wednesday, September 14, 2016 at the newly opened AJ’s Pizza and was very well attended.  Enthusiasm was shown to garner the member’s intent for businesses going forward and establishing a mission statement.

Bob Valentine reported the need to recruit volunteers for the Board of Assessors, Board of Assessment Appeals and the Inland and Wetlands Commission.  Anyone interested in volunteering to serve on these commissions is urged to contact any one of the Selectmen.

Bob Valentine reported on the meeting he had with Susan Suhanovsky, President of the Torrington Water Company, and Gregory Zupkus from BNE Energy, LLC. regarding the Wind Turbine proposed by BNE Energy on Torrington Water Company land.  Because the map done by BNE was difficult to read and lacking in detail, Bob had a map drawn by Lenard Engineering. The BNE map showed 9 potential Wind Turbine sites, although currently there are 6 being considered.

BNE has agreed to place the proposed locations of the Wind Turbines on the map drawn by Lenard Engineering, and the Torrington Water Company has agreed to show the location of their Class I, II, III lands on this map as well.  Having a more detailed map will help residents to better understand what is being proposed.
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As part of the process of application and consideration of a proposal from BNE, Bob Valentine will ask for a Public Hearing in Goshen, which Mr. Zupkus will support. The Board of Selectmen are considering requesting “intervenor” status on the application which will allow the Town of Goshen, through counsel, to examine and cross examine representatives of BNE on their proposal. Dexter Kinsella supports Bob Valentine’s actions to continue to establish factual information.
