Robert Valentine called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm.

IN A MOTION made by Steven M. Romano, seconded by Dexter S. Kinsella, it was VOTED that the minutes of the meeting of April 21, 2015, were approved as submitted.  Motion carried.   

MATTERS ARISING OUT OF THE MINUTES:   With reference to the new Goshen Town Website, Dexter Kinsella, expressed kudos for its ease of operation, logins, etc. 

IN A MOTION made by Dexter S. Kinsella, seconded by Steven M. Romano, it was VOTED to approve the warrant and payroll of April 30, 2015, in the amount of $37,795.51.  It was noted that included in the payroll and warrant were the payroll in the amount of $9,480.96 and the warrant in the amount of $28,314.55.  Voted unanimous.  (Contained in this warrant were payments for completion of the floor at Camp Coch.)

PUBLIC COMMENT:  John Krukar distributed copies of the written test result of the water in his home well.  Salt and chloride levels were shown to be elevated.  Mr. Krukar asked if any other residents were experiencing elevated levels of salt in their well water; were there any changes made in the winter road treatment.  The Selectmen responded no to both questions.  A discussion pursued and it was suggested that perhaps grade adjustments can be made to the front of his property where it reaches the road.  Bob Valentine will visit the property to check on the grading.

FIRST SELECTMAN’S REPORT:
Bob Valentine reported that some additions are being added to the New Town Website such as the Ag-Council where a slide show is accessible to the public that contains bucolic photos of all the farms located in Goshen.   Each organization on the new Website has access to the Community Calendar to publicize their events and announcements.   

Bob Valentine reported that problems have arisen in the fingerprinting process for those residents who wish to apply for a pistol permit.  As many as 50% of these applicants have had their fingerprint cards rejected, many several times.  Representative Jay Case has lent his assistance to explore what can be done to correct this problem.  On Wednesday, April 29th, he and Kate Breakell will travel to Hartford to meet with Representative Case and a representative from Emergency Services and Public Protection to address this issue.

Request for Proposals for the Asphalt Shimming for Goshen Roads went out to the public today, April 28, 2015.
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The offer for sale of Public Works old truck #18 has been placed on municbid.com website from which bids are being received.

Old Business, 8.a 5310 Enhanced Mobility of Seniors and Individuals with Disabilities:  With reference to the cooperative grant (Goshen and Cornwall) that is in process for application for a vehicle to transport handicapped and disabled residents for appointments, Dexter Kinsella stated that he has heard only favorable, positive feedback from people in Goshen.

Old Business 8 b. Budget(s) 2015-2016
Public Works budget was found to have an error of $21K, as a result of a cell lost on the data entry program.  A brief discussion was held on several new adjustments in Capital and Non-Recurring  where it was found that $19K was not included in the final totals.   All corrections and adjustments have been finalized.

A review of the job description for the replacement of a Public Works Employee was done.
IN A MOTION made by Steven M. Romano, seconded by Dexter S. Kinsella, it was VOTED to accept the modifications made to the job description for Public Works Employee as submitted. Voted unanimous. 

The Board of Selectmen agreed to begin the process of filling an opening for Public Works Employee created by the retirement of Sam Anstett.  In a brief discussion regarding the interview of candidates applying for the vacant position, the Board agreed to call a “Special Meeting” to conduct said business.

A brief discussion took place on the Region 6 School District budget referendum to be held May 5, 2015.  A consensus was reached to have “GET OUT TO VOTE” placed on the town website under News and Announcements.

IN A MOTION made by Dexter S. Kinsella, seconded by Steven M. Romano, it was VOTED to record that the Board of Selectmen of Goshen endorse the proposed Region 6 School District budget.  Voted unanimous.

IN A MOTION made by Steven M. Romano, seconded by Dexter S. Kinsella, it was VOTED to move into Executive Session for the purpose of discussing a personnel issue at 6:07 p.m.  Voted unanimous.

The Board of Selectmen moved back into open session at 7:10 p.m.

No action was taken.

IN A MOTION made by Dexter S. Kinsella, seconded by Steven M. Romano, it was VOTED to adjourn the meeting at 7:11 p.m.
