IN A MOTION made by William P. Lane, seconded by Martin J. Connor, it was VOTED to approve the August 26, 2015 Special Meeting Minutes as submitted.  Vote unanimous.

Barry Hall (Fire Chief) reported the interior painting of the Firehouse is complete.  A big thank you goes out to all the volunteers who helped in getting the building ready for the painters.  A special thank you to Chris Mitchell and Brandon Jankowizs for their efforts and making sure this project came together.  

Barry Hall noted painting of the interior walls was phase one (1) of many needed projects that should be looked at and considered at the firehouse. In prioritizing this list, it was noted the floors need to be addressed.  Barry Hall has started researching companies that specialize in applying the special product needed for the floors. He is also reaching out to other fire companies who recently repaired/replaced their floors to compare products and pricing. This is a special product that is laid down on the floors which makes this an expensive endeavor. Barry Hall will continue to update the Board of Fire Commissioners as more information becomes available.  
Some discussion ensued on repaving the parking area at the Firehouse.  

The Board of Fire Commissioners (BOFC) noted the two projects and will take them into consideration for next fiscal year’s Capital and Non-recurring budget request.  

Barry Hall reported participation has been good at this time. 

Barry Hall is currently researching different options for replacing/purchasing new pagers.  He noted over his tenure there has been thousands of dollars spent on pager and radios.  In speaking with a company that handles such equipment, there is a piece of equipment available that has the ability to do both; a pager and radio.  Barry will continue his research and report back to the BOFC. 
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Barry Hall noted he’s received three proposals for installation of the security system for the Goshen Firehouse.  He’s asked John Miller to oversee this project when it commences.   John Miller is experienced and knowledgeable with this type of equipment.  He’s also reviewed the three proposals received and recommends Protective Systems, Shelton, CT.  Barry Hall noted the quote received from Protective Systems is $187.50 greater than the lowest bidder, but after careful review their product offers more channel power and room for growth. 
The three bids were as follows: 
· Protective Systems $5575.00
· Open Systems 
  $6350.00

· Northwest Alarm     $5387.50

IN A MOTION made by William P. Lane, seconded by Bruce Larson, it was VOTED to award the bid to Protective Systems for the installation of a security system at the Goshen Fire House.  Vote unanimous. 

The floor was turned over to Peter Bernard to speak of the upcoming ladder and hose testing.  
Peter Bernard brought forth to the BOFC three quotes for ladder and hose testing and noted the actual number of feet tested can vary from year to year.  The quote was based on last year’s numbers (12,408 ft. of hose and 9 ladders). 
The quotes were as follows:  
· Waterway  $3,087.75

· Fire Flow Service $ 3631.00

· Fail Safe Testing $ 4100.40

IN A MOTION made by William P. Lane, seconded by Bruce Larson, it was VOTED to award the testing of the hose(s) and ladder to Waterway.  Vote unanimous.    The BOFC noted the quote can vary slightly due to the amount of hose tested.  The number of ladders will remain the same. 

The BOFC agrees a request shall be made to the First Selectman, Bob Valentine, to allow two members from the Goshen Public Works department to assist on the day of the testing.  Marty Connor and Barry Hall will arrange to meet with Bob.

Fire Marshal Report- The "September 2015" Fire Marshal’s Report was read by acting Clerk Rhonda Gelormino.   

IN A MOTION made by William P. Lane, seconded by Bruce Larson, it was VOTED to accept the Fire Marshal’s report. Vote unanimous. 

The BOFC deferred from the original order of business and moved to Old Business. 

Old Business: 
Security System – Previously discussed in the Fire Chief Report.   
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Insurance for Volunteers Personal Property: 
Marty Connor turned the floor over to Rhonda Gelormino (acting Clerk) to elaborate on her findings.   Rhonda Gelormino noted she was able to discuss with the insurance representative the level of coverage for a volunteer’s personal property if damaged while on a call.  She was informed from the time a member “signs on” to when they “sign off” they have 100% coverage.  However if a member is running an errand for the Fire Company, the coverage is 50%.    
Replacement of Clerk:  
Marty Connor noted a help wanted ad for a Commission Clerk to work for both, the BOFC and Board of Finance was in Sunday, October 4, 2016 Register Citizen. A copy of the ad is also posted at the Goshen Firehouse. If anyone knows of someone who may be interested in this position, an application can be obtained from the Fiscal Office at the Town Hall or the www.goshenct.gov.
