Barry Hall noted the elections of Officers within the Goshen Fire Company remained the same with one change in the Lieutenants. 
Barry Hall reported he is currently working in conjunction with several surrounding towns to obtain a grant that will allow the purchase of an Automated External Defibrillator (AED) unit.  The Town of Harwinton is spearheading the process and completing the necessary paperwork.  Barry Hall included if grant funds are not obtainable, there were funds appropriated for AED units to the Capital Non Recurring fund during the 2015-2016 budget process.  
Barry Hall mentioned the Goshen Fire Company’s Fall Ball is on November 14, 2015.  The proceeds from this event will go towards the purchase of a CPR Compressor machine.  Barry Hall noted the Towns of Warren and Washington are also interested in purchasing said units.  Barry Hall is in constant contact with the Fire Chief from the towns to coincide the purchase of the units.  A discount of $1500.00 each is offered if all three units are purchased at the same time.    
The SCBA units have been installed.  A demo will be conducted on November 4, 2015 and then again on Wednesday, November 10, 2015.  The air tank bottles are “lifetime” however, a yearly maintenance is required.  The maintenance will ensure OSHA compliance. The cost for the yearly service contract ranges from $900-$1100 and will be considered when putting together the budget for 2016-2017.
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Barry Hall mentioned a representative from Protective Service will be conducting a walk through prior to the installation of the security cameras next week.  

Marty Connor, Chairman, has asked Rhonda Gelormino, clerk, to follow up that the necessary paperwork has been completed and the purchase order number is sent to the contractor.
