Barry Hall discussed the Mutual Aid Agreement and Emergency Medical Service Plan put together by the Officers of the Fire Company.  The Commissioners will review the Agreement and Plan for presentation next month.
Chad Hall presented the specs put together in conjunction with East Side Fire as a courtesy to the Company.  I 
The specs were discussed and reviewed by the Commissioners. The Clerk will meet with the Fiscal Office to put together a RFP.
IN A MOTION made by Don Sage and seconded by Tony Damiani, it was VOTED to approve the Fire Company to put the ambulance out to bid by specs put together by the ambulance committee. Motion Carries.

Barry reported that he met with Metcalf Paving as well as Public Works Supervisor, Garret Harlow concerning the paving of the Fire House parking lot. Metcalf reviewed the process of grinding the lot, laying a base and paving. As paving will take 2-3 days, Barry asked Garret if the equipment could be stored at the Town Garage for that time frame.  The Commissioners continue to express concern over the proper base being laid and thickness of asphalt, to ensure the final product will be able to withstand the equipment load on a regular basis 
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and not create depressions in the areas most traveled by the equipment, ie:  just outside the garage doors. 
Barry reported that the Hurst tool passed inspection however, a hose failed. The other hose is close to needing replacement.  Firematic is the only company that supplies CT.  The Clerk will check with the Fiscal Office about a PO.

IN A MOTION made by Donald Sage and seconded by Tony Damiani. it was VOTED to accept the Fire Chief's report as presented.  Motion carries

Fire Marshal Report: The March 2016 report was read by the Clerk.

IN A MOTION made by Tony Damiani and seconded by Donald Sage, it was VOTED to receive the Fire Marshal’s report as submitted.  Motion carries.

Bills/Vouchers:  The BOFC members reviewed and signed all vouchers.  The clerk will deliver to the Fiscal Office.

IN A MOTION made by Donald Sage, and seconded by Tony Damiani, it was VOTED to accept and pay all bills and vouchers.  Motion carries.

OLD BUSINESS: None

NEW BUSINESS:  5 Year Capital Plan:  The Commissioners and members of the Company present, reviewed the plan line by line.  
The ambulance line will be depleted, in FY 18/19, the company would like to appropriate funds for a UTV to replace the ATV now utilized by the Company, for emergency responses in wooded areas, at the fairgrounds and other emergencies.
The Fire Engine item will continue to request an appropriation $66,000 through FY 18/19, then an appropriation of $90,000 is being requested for FY's 19/20 & 20/21. The increase is in preparation for a replacement of Engine 1 in 5 years and to begin appropriating for another piece of apparatus. In general, apparatus is replaced every 20-25 years.
Fire Fighting Equipment item will be looking for an appropriation in the FY 17/18 of $10,000 to replace the pump, hose and reel on the Brush Truck which is originally from a 1960's piece of equipment, which was refurbished  in the 1990's.
Interior Painting will request $5,000 for the FY 17/18 which should finish up the painting projects in the building.
New Equipment-Medical line item will be looking to appropriate $5,000 FY 17/18-20/21 as a means of keeping current with the ever changing required medical supplies.
Pagers line item appropriation of $5,000 will continue to FY 17/18.
Radios line item will request an appropriation of $5,000 in FY 18/19.
Self Containing Breathing Apparatus is requesting an appropriation of $24,000 to FY 19/20 as the tanks are aging and regulations and requirements are changing for that apparatus.
Discussion regarding budgeting for training ensued.  The Officer's of the Company informed the Commissioners that there is no longer a local training facility for interior firefighters.  The nearest facility is in Windsor Locks. They have researched the possibility of purchasing a mobile training live burn Conex box. 
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The possibility of a regional purchase was discussed. This would provide for training opportunities for the region.

IN A MOTION made Tony Damiani, seconded by Donald M. Sage, it was VOTED to adjourn the meeting at 8:28p.m.  Vote unanimous.
