OLD BUSINESS:  Ambulance bid package.  Marty read an email from Selectman Bob Valentine regarding the RFP presented for posting by the Administrative Assistant to the Selectman.  The email included examples from previous RFP's for Fire Engines.  The package the department presented needs to be more generic/general.  Chad Hall, Stan Detwiler and the Clerk will work together to refine the bid package and present to the Selectman again.

Fire Chief Report:
Barry reported that the I-Call/I-Tach communication radios were received. These radios allow for direct communication with a multitude of agencies during emergency situations.  These are state issued radios for the purpose of Emergency Management.
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Barry attended a meeting with members of the Fair Association and Region 5 Incident Management team members to set up an incident plan for the Goshen Fair.  They are working on putting a plan in place to manage disasters at the fair, small to large.  This requires plans to work with the Health Department, State Police and other emergency departments. Barry had a lengthy discussion with Paul Gibbs and Jim O'Leary.

Barry noted that the two MVA's were out of town, one in Cornwall and one in Torrington.  Also, the Dive Call was cancelled after crew was dispatched.
Peter Bernard reported that Engine 2 was brought in for emergency repairs. The primer burned out during a pumping exercise and it was found to need new valves.  It was also brought to JW Tractor for the annual inspection and was found to have tires that were in desperate need of replacement.  Toce Brother's is ordering tires and will replace them as soon as they come in.  First Selectman Bob Valentine was notified of both the emergency repair and the tire replacement.
Bill Gelormino attended the Board of Finance meeting on behalf of the Fire Company.  The Capital and 5 year Capital budgets were discussed and Bill was able to answer the questions that arose.  
Bill also reported that the parking lot of the Fire house will be undergoing preparations for the upcoming paving project.  Next week the paving company will be grinding the parking lot.  Barry and Bill will discuss with Garret Harlow, Public Works Supervisor, the ability to fit all equipment into the Town garage.
Barry discussed the purchase of a UTV to replace the ATV's used currently.  A UTV will benefit the Company at large events at the Fair grounds by allowing better movement through crowds and the ability to transport patients out of the crowd.  It would also be good for rescues on trails or in the woods.
IN A MOTION made by Tony Damiani, and seconded by Marty Connor, it was VOTED to accept the Fire Chief's report as submitted.
