1. Call to Order – The meeting was called to order by Robert Valentine at 7:05 pm

2. Approval of Minutes for September 29, 2015 Meeting  will take place at the meeting of November 24, 2015.

3. Financial Report – Bob Valentine reviewed the current financial status of the Lake Weed Committee to those present. 
 
4. Discussion of Dr.Knoecklein’s Report -Bob Valentine briefly discussed that the reports pertaining to Tyler Lake and Dog Pond are nearing completion.  Bob Valentine will follow-up with Dr. Knoecklein and upon receipt of these reports, will distribute them accordingly.

5. Update on Individual Lake Efforts -  Nell Glass and Simon Ellis reported on a conference call they had with Dr. Knoecklein. Both were pleased with the conversation and content of the information.  Dr. Knoecklein explained his opposition to the use of Grass Carp and also discussed other options for managing weeds at West Side Pond.  Additionally, he addressed water testing.

Both Tyler Lake and Dog Pond are waiting for the reports of the surveys taken this summer and accompanying plans before they proceed with weed management.

6. Direction of Committee – Resignation of Members – No Action Taken

7. Any Other Business – A discussion took place as to where the “sampling equipment” would be stored.  All agreed that this testing equipment should be held at the First Selectman’s office, located at the Town Hall, using a sign-out sheet and check list that would be created for its use.
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Also discussed were holding individual lake meetings with Dr. Knoecklein.  All were in agreement that this arrangement would best serve each lake going forward.  In addition, each lake will have one representative to be the “contact person” with Dr. Knoecklein.  Bob Valentine will coordinate meetings with Dr. Knoecklein and each lake representative.  Once each Lake representative meets with Dr. Knoecklein, it may be helpful to have Dr. Knoecklein present the various options available for weed management to the public so everyone can be better informed of facts associated with each method and have the opportunity to ask questions.
