Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Don Patterson at 7:05pm.

Secretary’s Report:  The Commissioners reviewed the minutes from the February 22, 2016 meeting. IN A MOTION made by Erin Hurlburt, seconded by Cate Corwin it was VOTED to accept the minutes as presented. Motion carries.

Treasurer’s Report:  Treasurer Cate Corwin reviewed a voucher made by Recreation Director Donna Winn which showed the monies paid to the Town of Goshen from the Activities Account.  The amount of $1,427.13 was made up of 10% program income, Camp Coch rental income, Mohawk Ski Program income, and T-shirt sales.

IN A MOTION made by Don Patterson, seconded by Garret Harlow it was VOTED to receive the Treasurer’s Report as presented. Motion carries.

Program Report:

Mohawk Ski Program- Program is finished. It was successful and went well. Ms. Winn discussed summer program possibilities with Mohawk Group Sales Manager Tom Mitchell for possible camp trips.

Easter Egg Hunt- The Girl Scouts did a great job filling the eggs and helping the Easter Bunny hide the eggs for the hunt.  The visit from the Easter Bunny was well received.

Volleyball- After a couple of issues with the key to the building, the program is running smoothly and is well attended.

Dance- There are 10 children enrolled in the program.  Due to the success of the program, Ms. Winn will ask if the instructor would be able to offer more programs throughout the year.

Pre-school movement- There are 4-5 children who regularly attend the class.  This was a trial class and Ms. Winn will see if the instructor will offer the program again.

Youth Yoga- 9 students signed up and are enjoying the program.
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Camp Coch- Ms. Winn has met with Assistant Camp Director Tammy Randall and Waterfront Director Jen Hayes to touch base about camp procedures.

Former Camp Counselors were contacted and applications turned in.  Interviews will be set up for next week.  Applications for new Counselors and CIT’s are now being accepted.

T-Ball-Ms. Winn was concerned about asking sponsors for money for t-shirts as she just asked for donations for the summer concerts.  It was decided to raise the cost to $10 and make a deadline of April 11 for children who would like new shirts and hats so that they can be ordered and picked up in time for the start of the program on April 26.

Teen Night- This program was tentatively scheduled for April 1 but a DJ could not be confirmed for that date.  Ms. Winn will continue to search for a DJ/Karaoke and reschedule this event.

Old Business:

Budget- Treasurer Cate and Ms. Winn will meet on Thursday to finalize the budget approved by the Commission at the last regular meeting and get it ready for presentation to the Board of Finance following review by the Board of Selectmen.

Maintenance- Camp Maintenance Contractor, Earl Tyler, has made a list of tools and equipment that are necessary and helpful to maintain the lodge and grounds properly.  Ms. Winn and Chairman Don will talk to First Selectman Valentine about the funding of this list.

Camp Coch- Out Building Plans- The Commission reviewed the plans provided by Andrea and chose plan A-104. The next step is to get building plans drawn up and to put the project out to bid.

New Business:

Rentals- Ms. Winn discussed the rental of the Lodge by the Lake Association and some requests the association made. The Commission agreed to have Ms. Winn meet with the coordinator and review the requests and allow at her discretion.

The PTO has requested use of the Lodge for their annual pasta supper fundraiser.  It is scheduled for May 5th.

Fishing Derby- Ms. Winn talked to Dan Kobylenski about the annual event.  Mr. Kobylenski coordinates the event as a tribute to his late Uncle and former Selectman, Richard Kobylenski, Poppy.  The event is planned for May.

Neighborhood Watch- Ms. Winn has not heard back from the coordinating Trooper since the last meeting.  Woodridge Lake is proceeding with a program for their residents.
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Other:

Tri-Town Baseball has asked the Recreation Department to provide a key for the gym at Goshen Center School for practices in March and April. Because this is not a Recreation sponsored program, the Commission feels the Baseball program should follow Region 6 procedures for groups to rent/utilize the facilities through them directly.  Ms. Winn will contact the Tri-Town coach and let him know the Commission's decision.

Senior Van- The town of Goshen and Town of Cornwall will be attaining a Senior service van through a grant program.  The Recreation Department will be able to have access to the van for senior programs and trips.  Ms. Winn will discuss ideas with Hospice Coordinator Debbie DePietro.

IN A MOTION made by Cate and seconded by Don it was VOTED to adjourn the meeting at 9:15pm.
